in Kansas city. | was treated by specialist doctors, but finally the chief doctor said “John 80% we doubt,
you will get your voice back”. | went back to my bed with a broken heart, fell flat on my face, bit my
pillow and cried bitterly; “Lord take me home: | am not better than my brother bishop whom you have
taken home when he was 55 years old: now | am 58: either take me home or give my voice back. Yet
after few days — 1992 Dec. 22™ through a vision, the Lord spoke to me: There was a man at his last
breath lying on the ground, just skin and bone. His back bone was like a silver plate clearly visible; two-
three vertebraes were missing. Some of us were standing around him to pray. | also prayed. Suddenly
a powerful light fell on him and his vertebraes were joined and healed. Muscles came back: he became
a healthy person and stood up and said “Praise the Lord”. This vision certainly revived my faith and my
whole body got wet with sweat. Then a thunder like voice rang in the room saying to me: “Did you see
this”? | said with a trembling and shivering body “Yes Lord”. He said “get up! | give your voice back, and
| will never take it back” Torantial flow of voice ran through me. | danced and sang for 1 % hours in my
room like a mad man till | got tired. Praise the Lord!!
